Reading and Math continue to be academic areas of focus in maintaining AYP requirements set forth by NCLB. 
Our goal continues towards becoming a high achieving school ranked in the top 10% of schools in the state and 
nation. 
 
We are a data-driven school, using information from assessments that are given throughout the school year. At 
the beginning of the school year, students are given a diagnostic assessment that is used as baseline data. This 
data is used to identify appropriate student placement and students that need additional support in Reading and 
Math. This assessment is given again towards the end of the school year to measure individual student growth. 
During the school year, student achievement is monitored through our standards-aligned quarterly assessments. 
An assessment is given in each of the core curricular content areas. In addition, the Social Science assessment 
integrates Reading skills and the Science assessment integrates Math skills that relate to those standards for the 
quarter. As well as meeting with administrators to discuss strategies that are working effectively and 
skills/concepts that need additional support, all Reading, Math and Special Education teachers review the 
quarterly assessment results as a grade level team in professional learning communities. The information from 
the assessments is also used to determine staff development topics in order to assist teachers in meeting the 
academic needs of their students.  
 
We have several interventions in place for those students needing academic support in the areas of Reading and 
Math. The first of these programs is our Reading Enrichment class that is taken during the school day, five days 
a week. The program individualizes instruction based on students’ reading levels at the beginning of the term. 
The Reading Specialists complete an inventory for each student to determine the strengths and weaknesses, 
using that data for planning lessons and activities during the quarter. The Math Enrichment class is also taken 
during the school day but on a two-day/three-day split each week. The Math Enrichment instructors use the 
baseline data from the diagnostic assessment given in the beginning of the year to determine areas of strength 
and weakness. We also offer an after-school support program in both Reading and Math for those students that 
need additional assistance and academic support. All of our support programs are available to students in our 
regular and special education programs. 
   
Increased parent involvement and communication are goals that we continue to focus on. To increase our parent 
attendance, the administration and various support staff personally called each household as a reminder for 
open house. At the open house, the administration gave a presentation that included an update as to the progress 
Conrady is making. We used a survey to measure the parents’ understanding of our core values and to gain 
information about the types of seminars or workshops that the parents would be interested in attending. During 
the school year, the administrative team will schedule the parent workshop topics based on the information 
collected from the surveys. We have continued our efforts to keep parents aware of their child’s progress using 
an online grading program which allows them to access current grades and upcoming assignments. The grading 
program has a messaging system to allow instant and direct communication between the parent and teachers if 
there are any questions or concerns about their child’s progress. We will also continue our effort to help the 
eighth grade students’ transition to high school, by continuing an eighth grade parents’ night. The eighth grade 
parents are invited to meet with the administrative and guidance team from the high school. This gives parents 
and students the opportunity to ask questions about schedules, placement tests and extracurricular activities 
available.

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Areas of Success 

The ISAT scores at Oak Ridge continue to improve in Reading and Math.  Our overall 
building scores for students who met or exceeded in Reading was 92%.  Our overall Math score 
was 98%.  

We believe there are a number of factors that have contributed to our success.  These 
include: 

• As a district we have mapped out our curriculum in Reading and Math.  This has clarified for 
teachers and parents exactly what students should know and be able to do according to the Illinois 
Learning Standards. 

• The district continues to provide staff development for all teachers in the areas of Reading and 
Math.  This has given the staff the opportunity to work together to develop effective units that 
meet the needs and abilities of all our students. 

• Students are given monthly Math Assessments and quarterly Reading assessments to help the 
staff determine areas of strengths and weaknesses.  Teachers use these assessments to guide them 
in their planning.  Parents are made aware of student progress through a school wide letter that 
informs parents of student progress. 

• Programs such as Accelerated Reader, PBIS (Positive Behavior Intervention System), Family 
Read Night, and Parent Training Night continue to be a success.  All of these programs contribute 
to motivating our students to learn.   

• We have expanded our After School tutoring programs and our district Summer School program 
in order to provide additional support to students who struggle in Reading. 

 
Focusing on the Future 

We as a School and as a District strongly believe that we can continually improve.   The 
following are areas we plan to work on this year: 

• The District has adopted a new Reading Series.  This is a Literacy based series that reaches out to 
all levels of students as well as our English Language Learners.  The series encourages 
differentiating instruction for students through Guided Reading.  Teachers will be working 
together to develop units, activities and strategies that incorporates this new series. 

• Our staff members have recently had Staff Development in the areas of Guided Reading and 
Differentiated Instruction.  They also have had training in CRISS (CReating Independence 
through Student-owned Strategies).  CRISS Strategies are strategies that students can use to help 
learn more effectively in all curriculum areas.  The strategies include reading, writing, talking and 
listening.   Teachers will be sharing these strategies with students throughout the year.    

• Last year we began a Literacy Coach Program.  This program calls for parents to volunteer 1-4 
hours a week of their time to assist classroom teachers in tutoring students who struggle with 
reading.  Parents are trained and may work with students’ one on one or in small groups.   They 
generally listen to students read, ask questions and help with any related assignment.  It was 
successful this past year.  We discovered the strengths and weakness of the program and will 
adjust the program accordingly for the upcoming year.  

• PALS is another program we will continue.  The purpose of this program is to help raise an at risk 
student’s self-esteem and his/her sense of belonging to the school community by providing a 
positive role model and adult friend.  It proved to be a successful preventative program. 

 
The public is welcome to visit Oak Ridge.  We welcome suggestions on ways to improve our program.  
Volunteers are an important part of our program and we appreciate the help we receive from parents and 
community.

The following are Dorn Primary Center’s School Improvement Goals and initiated activities for the 2008-2009 
school year:   
 
96% of our kindergarten students will meet or exceed (75%) expectations using learning data from the kindergarten 
ISEL assessments, district quarterly assessments, and report card objectives. 
96% of our first grade students will meet or exceed (75%) expectations using learning data from the first grade ISEL 
assessments, district quarterly assessments, Terra Nova assessments and report card objectives. 

• A new reading series (MacMillan McGraw Hill) has been adopted and will be used as a tool during the 
Language Arts block of time. 

• Teachers will be clustered to form small Professional Learning Communities within the building at 
both the kindergarten and first grade level.  These teams will meet weekly to plan together, share ideas 
and talk about best practices. 

• “Building Blocks” will be implemented at the kindergarten level, with an intense, week long in-service 
to be provided. 

• An additional reading teacher will be hired to work with first graders, which will reduce the case load 
of the current two reading teachers, thus causing the teacher to student ratios to be smaller. 

• A bilingual/Polish teacher will be added to provide self contained services to kindergarten students for 
½ the day and self contained services to first grade for the other ½ day. 

• A bilingual/Arabic teacher will be added to provide self contained services to kindergarten students for 
½ the day and self contained services to first grade for the other ½ day. 

• Three reading teachers and one LD teacher will provide support directly in the regular education first 
grade classroom by instructing their students in the Guided Reading Block. 

96% of our kindergarten students will meet or exceed (75%) the kindergarten math expectations using learning data 
from the kindergarten quarterly assessments and report card objectives. 
96% of our first grade students will meet or exceed (75%) the first grade math expectations  using learning data from 
the first grade quarterly assessments, Terra Nova assessments and report card objectives.  

• Teachers will be clustered to form small Professional Learning Communities within the building at 
both the kindergarten and first grade level.  These teams will meet weekly to plan together, share ideas 
and talk about best practices. 

• A bilingual/Polish teacher will be added to provide self contained services to kindergarten students for 
½ the day, which will include math instruction. 

• A bilingual/Arabic teacher will be added to provide self contained services to kindergarten students for 
½ the day, which will include math instruction. 

• Otter Creek Mastering Math Facts Program will be implemented in first grade. 
• Weekly problem solving strategies will be developed in kindergarten and first grade. 

Dorn Primary Center will improve parent/school communication, especially with our non-English speaking families.  
This will be measured by the feedback given on the end-of-the-year survey.  96% of the parents will respond positively 
on the end of the year parent survey.  

• Teachers will be given a little time at the end of each Team Day to update their school blogs, which 
provide information about classroom happenings to parents. 

• A bilingual/Polish teacher will be added to provide self contained services to kindergarten students for 
½ the day and self contained services to first grade for the other ½ day.  This will increase 
communication to our Polish speaking families. 

• A bilingual/Arabic teacher will be added to provide self contained services to kindergarten students for 
½ the day and self contained services to first grade for the other ½ day.  This will increase 
communication to our Arabic speaking families. 

• At the Info Fair, there will be a Polish, Arabic and Spanish interpreter to help non-English speaking 
families understand the information being passed out. 

• Bi-monthly meetings for Arabic speaking families will be held, with a topic being presented first and 
then a question/answer period about things happening at school.  An Arabic interpreter will attend all 
of these meetings. 

• Monthly office newsletters will be translated into Polish and Arabic and sent home to those families. 
• An Arabic, Polish and Spanish interpreter will be available at parent teacher conferences to sit in on 

conferences. 
• Phone numbers of an Arabic, Spanish and Polish speaking individual will be given to parents at the 

beginning of the year.  If, during the year, non-English speaking parents have questions, they may call 
one of these numbers.  That interpreter will call the school to get the answer and call the non-English 
speaking parent back.
