During the school year, student achievement is monitored through our standards-aligned quarterly assessments. 
An assessment is given in each of the core curricular content areas. In addition, the Social Science assessment 
integrates Reading skills and the Science assessment integrates Math skills that relate to those standards for the 
quarter. As well as meeting with administrators to discuss strategies that are working effectively and 
skills/concepts that need additional support, all Reading, Math and Special Education teachers review the 
quarterly assessment results as a grade level team in professional learning communities. The information from 
the assessments is also used to determine staff development topics in order to assist teachers in meeting the 
academic needs of their students.  
 
We have several interventions in place for those students needing academic support in the areas of Reading and 
Math. The first of these programs is our Reading Enrichment class that is taken during the school day, five days 
a week. The program individualizes instruction based on students’ reading levels at the beginning of the term. 
The Reading Specialists complete an inventory for each student to determine the strengths and weaknesses, 
using that data for planning lessons and activities during the quarter. The Math Enrichment class is also taken 
during the school day but on a two-day/three-day split each week. The Math Enrichment instructors use the 
baseline data from the diagnostic assessment given in the beginning of the year to determine areas of strength 
and weakness. We also offer an after-school support program in both Reading and Math for those students that 
need additional assistance and academic support. All of our support programs are available to students in our 
regular and special education programs. 
 
As an additional step in supporting our students in the academic areas, the staff has formed interdisciplinary and 
grade level core area professional learning communities. Teachers have found the ideas, strategies as well as the 
instructional collaboration within the curricular areas to be most valuable in supporting learners in the 
classroom. Professional learning communities will continue to be a time to strategize for how to best meet the 
needs of each student. 
   
Increased parent involvement and communication are goals that we continue to focus on. As a step in 
increasing community knowledge of the district departments and each school building, administrators with the 
assistance of the technology department have developed podcasts. Each district department will share the 
purpose of the department, progress made toward increase student achievement and any programs offered to 
parents. Each school building will be highlighting curriculum programs and the special characteristics of the 
school. In addition, the administrative team continues to schedule the high-interest parent workshop topics 
based on the information collected from open house surveys completed at the beginning of the school year. Our 
on-line grading program continues to be an asset when communicating with parents about student 
understanding and progress. We will also continue our effort to help the eighth grade students’ transition to 
high school, by continuing an eighth grade parents’ night. The eighth grade parents are invited to meet with the 
administrative and guidance team from the high school. This gives parents and students the opportunity to ask 
questions about schedules, placement tests and extracurricular activities available.

Glen Oaks’ Focus on the Future 
 
Placing student and adult learning at the center of the Glen Oaks PLC will require a future focus 
on streamlining of the academic schedule in order to ensure as much time as possible is 
provided for engaged learning in the core subject areas.  To that end, a refined 42 minute 
period schedule is in place for the 2009‐2010 school year. 
 
In order to set high expectations and standards for the academic and social development of all 
students and the performance of adults, the future focus at Glen Oaks will be a refinement of 
the PLC process to collect and analyze classroom data and incorporate results into the 
development of teacher action plans.  Additionally, each student in the school will have goals 
that will be based on his or her specific measures of data, and the students will be closely 
involved in knowing and tracking their own data in order to meet their goals. 
 
The Glen Oaks’ future focus will also involve continued alignment of curriculum, instruction, 
and assessment to ensure student achievement of the Illinois Learning standards.  That 
alignment will focus on the implementation of instructional strategies designed to maximize 
mental stimulation via critical and creative thinking instead of rote fact memorization.  
Continued efforts to implement engaged learning via guided reading and to provide 
instructional materials geared to the specific needs of our students will also serve to ensure 
each child’s academic success. 
 
With the current focus of PLC teams and grade level collaborations on data analysis to improve 
instruction and thereby student achievement, the future focus will be to continue and to 
expand upon the process by also incorporating some vertical teaming – identifying successful 
instructional practices (based on the data) at one grade level to be shared via modeling and 
discussion with other grade levels within Glen Oaks.

Areas of Success 
The ISAT scores at Oak Ridge continue to improve in Reading and Math.  Our overall 

building scores for students who met or exceeded in Reading was 91%.  Our overall Math score 
was 98%.  

We believe there are a number of factors that have contributed to our success.  These 
include: 

• As a district we have mapped out our curriculum in Reading and Math.  This has clarified for 
teachers and parents exactly what students should know and be able to do according to the Illinois 
Learning Standards. 

• The district continues to provide staff development for all teachers in the areas of Reading and 
Math.  This has given the staff the opportunity to work together to develop effective units that 
meet the needs and abilities of all our students. 

• Students are given monthly Math Assessments and quarterly Reading assessments to help the 
staff determine areas of strengths and weaknesses.  Teachers use these assessments to guide them 
in their planning.  Parents are made aware of student progress through a school wide letter that 
informs parents of student progress. 

• Programs such as Accelerated Reader, PBIS (Positive Behavior Intervention System), Family 
Read Night, and Parent Training Night continue to be a success.  All of these programs contribute 
to motivating our students to learn.   

• We have expanded our After School tutoring programs and our district Summer School program 
in order to provide additional support to students who struggle in Reading. 

• The District has adopted a new Reading series that supports training teachers have received on 
Differentiating Instruction and Guided Reading. 

 
Focusing on the Future 

We as a School and as a District strongly believe that we can continually improve.   The 
following are areas we plan to work on this year: 

• Guided Reading, CRISS (Creating Independence through Student owned Strategies) and 
Differentiated instruction are all areas in which our staff continue to work with and improve.        

• PALS is another program we will continue.  The purpose of this program is to help raise an at risk 
student’s self-esteem and his/her sense of belonging to the school community by providing a 
positive role model and adult friend.  It proved to be a successful preventative program. 

• The staff began training on Professional Learning Communities this year.  PLC’s involve all staff 
members in planning for student learning during weekly meetings.  The purpose of the PLC’s is so 
teachers do not have to work in isolation but can plan with other staff members so that all students 
are successful.  It’s about shared responsibility for teaching.  The students are no longer “my” 
students but rather “our” students.  Teaching strategies and assessment information are shared and 
discussed.   

 
The public is welcome to visit Oak Ridge.  We welcome suggestions on ways to improve our program.  
Volunteers are an important part of our program and we appreciate the help we receive from parents and 
community.

ISEL assessments, district quarterly assessments, Terra Nova assessments and report card objectives. 
 

• ISEL Snapshot Number 5 will be added to the Fall kindergarten assessment schedule in order to 
gather more useful data to be used regarding planning for future instruction.

• Teachers will be clustered into NEW Professional Learning Communities within the building at both 
the kindergarten and first grade level.  These teams will meet weekly to analyze classroom data in 
order to plan for instruction, share ideas and talk about best practices. 

• “Building Blocks” continue to be implemented at the kindergarten level, with an emphasis on making 
sure the components of the program are scheduled into each day. 

• A bilingual/Polish teacher will be added to provide additional reading support to both kindergarten 
and first grade students (increasing to a total of 2 bilingual Polish teachers). 

• A bilingual/Arabic teacher will be added to provide additional reading service time to both 
kindergarten and first grade students (increasing to a total of 2 bilingual Arabic teachers). 

• The Team Leader will observe, make recommendations and/or model best practices in individual 
classrooms as needed. 

• Guided Reading and Writing Blocks will go from 30 to 40 minutes per day in first grade, making the 
uninterrupted language arts block a total of 140 minutes per day. 

• The Michael Heggerty Phonemic Awareness Program will be scheduled outside of the 140 minute 
Language Art Block in order to give it more of an emphasis. 

• Parents of children in the Reading Intervention Program will meet with one of the three RI teachers 
prior to the beginning of the school year to discuss components of the program.

(increasing to a total of 2 bilingual Polish teachers). 

• A bilingual/Arabic teacher will be added to provide additional math support to kindergarten 
students (increasing to a total of 2 bilingual Arabic teachers). 

•  
Dorn Primary Center will improve parent/school communication, especially with our non-English speaking 
families.  This will be measured by the feedback given on the end-of-the-year survey.  96% of the parents will 
respond positively on the end of the year parent survey.
